Things MLGW and The Smallest User are doing to help you save energy:

· Community Conservation Day

· Monthly meetings held around the community with tips on saving energy, assistance with conservation, Q & A, and a FREE energy conservation kit

· EnergySmart Workshops

· A 90 minute “hands on” presentation related to energy conservation.  MLGW experts provide tips & techniques that are valuable to customers including those that like to Do-it yourself.  All Attendees are provided with a FREE energy savings bag upon completion of class. 

· In Home Energy Evaluation Program (IHEE)

· A new TVA program that offers incentives for energy-related home improvements. After scheduling an energy audit through the program you have 90 days to complete weatherization project using the pre-existing contractor network.

· Federal Tax Credits ( Available during 2010 only)

· Typically applies to the cost of materials

· Credit is equal to 30% of the cost of improvements $5,000 project = $1,500 Tax Credit

· Tennessee Appliance Rebate Program (Coming Soon)

· Rebates for air source heat pumps, central air conditioning, gas furnaces and window unit air conditioning

· Home Star (Coming Soon)

· Federal Rebates provided by the Federal Govt. for home weatherization projects.  Rebates can range up to 50% or 7,000 and may require diagnostic evaluations to be performed as well as a certified contractor to do the work.
